Martha Wadsworth Coigney
If there is one person over the past half century
who should be celebrated as the major force
behind global communication and cooperation in
theatre it is Martha Wadsworth Coigney. A tireless
worker for worldwide peace through her art form,
Martha took up the torch of Rosamond Gilder, first
joining her at the US Center for the International
Theatre Institute in 1966. Martha then became the
ITI/US president in 1969, moving onto the vice
presidency of ITI Worldwide in 1981, and finally
ascending to the ITI Worldwide presidency in 1987,
assuming that position for an unprecedented eight
years to 1995. She was subsequently made
Honorary President of ITI for life.

Martha Wadsworth Coigney

I started working with Martha in the mid 80s out of
a desire to open the minds and hearts of my
students to the global language of theatre. She led
me, should I say thrust me into world of Russian
theatre when the iron curtain was just beginning to
melt. When I became president of ATHE in 1991,
she conscripted me to serve on her ITI/US Board
and to represent it on the ITI Worldwide Education
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
